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DESCRIPTION
WinLine has the ability to run in batch mode, or in background mode.   This is a command line interface.   WinLine’s main executable, upos.exe, can be called with a command line “upos MyCmdLine.ini”, where the “MyCmdLine.ini” is a user created ini file.   The file “UposCmdLine.ini” is an example ini file that is installed by the normal WinLine installation program, not the updates; by default it is located in the “C:\Winline” directory.   By modifying the INI file you can automate the communication part of WinLine.   Each INI file can communicate to one or more units at one or more different sites, using one or more projects.   This interface should eventually be able to do anything that the WinLine user interface can do, in terms of communications.

What is an INI FILE?
Ini files are Text files that are broken up into sections.   Each section is started by a line “[sometexthere]”.   The identifier “sometexthere” is usually supplied by the program or user.   The [] are inherent to the ini file and can not be changed or left out.   This starts one section of an ini file, which could have 1 or more sections contained in each ini file.    This is also sometimes called a “Section Name”.   All lines after this “Section Name”, until the next “Section Name”, are part of the first section.   Each section my contain a number of “Key Name” with or without values, and could be separated by a “;comment” line or blank line.

In this example “MySectionName” is the Section Name for this Ini file.   The string “MyKeyName” is the name of the first “Key Name” and data value.   After the “=” sign, the value is any string including spaces.   The value is taken until the end of line or a “;” charter.   Anything after the comment character is ignored.    Please note that the Win32 API does not allow a comment after the value, although WinLine does.   

NOTES:]
1.   ';'  =  "A comment line", anything after this char is ignored and not used until the end of line.
2.   All lines should be ended with a normal Dos 0x0d 0x0a or end of line character.
WinLine INI File

Every WinLine INI file must have the “WINCOPY.EXE” Section Name.   WinLine looks here first to collect flow control information. 
[WINCOPY.EXE]

It also must contain at lest one of the following “DOTHISx” Key Names, where x is a number 1 – 65565.   If you are using more then one DOTHIS Key Names the x must be used in order, 1 2 3 etc, do not skip a number.    WinLine will process the communications in the order of DOTHIS1 – DOTHISx, until it does not find the next key name or finds a NULL in the value of DOTHISx.   The data value of the DOTHISx Key Name is a user defined Section Name, and can be named anything the user wants.   There must be a Section defined in the ini file to match this DOTHISx value.

The next section must be defined for each of the DOTHISx key names present in the WINCOPY.EXE section.   For this white paper, these sections will be referred to as the DoThisx section.

Each DoThisx section must define a ‘Project’ Key Name.   You must include the full path name including drive letter or just the “Unique Name” field from WinLine.   It can be found off of the WinLine Main Menu “Project” & “Project Information” then in the field labeled “Unique Name”.   This Unique name corresponds to a directory off of the WinLine installation directory.

The “WINCOPY.EXE” section and the user defined Section Name DOTHIS, define in the WINCOPY.EXE section, both have a Key Name = ErrorReturn.

ErrorReturn can be checked after running the command line to check for errors.   Each DOTHIS section has its own ErrorReturn, one my pass and one may fail.   Over all errors are set in the WINCOPY.EXE section, or control section, in the “Key Name” ErrorReturn.
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
